The importance of expert consideration of
some aspects of Russian-Mongolian tourism cooperation is associated with the identification of promising areas
and trends in this area and the search for ways to solve existing problems. The potential of tourism as a tool of «soft
power» is quite high. Improving the tourism infrastructure, increasing the availability of travel for the population,
the availability of effective advertising on the international market, expanding the range of tourism products and
services will help strengthen cooperation between Russia and Mongolia not only in the tourism sector, but also in
